1.152 necessary bandwidth: For a given class of emission, the width of the frequency band which is just sufficient to ensure the transmission of information at the rate and with the quality required under specified conditions. (RR)

The Rules of Procedure:

Conformity with the Table of Frequency Allocations:  The examination of conformity with the Table of Frequency Allocations consists of determining whether the assigned frequency and/or the necessary bandwidth of the emission is within the frequency band allocated to the service in which the station in question operates. Another element is to identify the category of the service according to the Table of Frequency Allocations. The following rules are applied in this connection:
5.1
Out-of band emissions: In the case where the assigned frequency is in a band which is not allocated to the service in which the station operates the notice receives an unfavorable regulatory Finding. If the assigned frequency is on the edge of a band which is not allocated to the service the Finding is also unfavorable.

Overlapping emissions: In the case where the assigned frequency is in the band which is allocated to the service, but the necessary bandwidth overlaps the immediately adjoining band which is not allocated to the service, the notice receives an unfavorable regulatory Finding.
