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FOR ACTION

At the conclusion of its recent meeting (Geneva 19-20th October 2006), the CCV wishes to draw the attention of the Study Group on the following points:

1
On the Internet Website of ITU, a terminological database is in free access since May 1st 2006, at the following address:
(http://www.itu.int/ITU-R/index.asp?category=information&link=terminology-database&lang=en).This database is primarily intended to aid the delegates and the translation and interpretation services of the General Secretariat of the ITU.

On October 1st 2006, this database contains:

–
2 450 terms (a term can be one or several words, an abbreviation or an acronym) defined in the Recommendations and Reports of ITU-R with their equivalents in all six languages of the ITU;

–
20 430 terms defined in the official documents of ITU-T with their equivalents in English, Spanish and French;

–
1 450 references to the publications of ITU.

The CCV invites all participants in the work of the ITU-R to consult this database to discover all the benefits that it gives. This database will notably be completed and updated by the data which will be supplied by the Radiocommunication Study Groups.

By the liaison statement contained in the document CCV/8 of 7 November 2005, the CCV had kindly requested each Study Group to proceed with an inventory of all the terms and the associated definitions included in the ITU-R Recommendations and Reports in force and falling within its competence.

The CCV noticed that the work of inventory has started in most of the Study Groups and is even well advanced in certain cases. The CCV thanks the Study Groups and their Rapporteurs for the vocabulary and strongly encourages them to complete this work at their next meeting in 2007. It will allow the enrichment of and updating the terminological database for the Radiocommunication Sector.

For the new Recommendations and Reports and the revision of existing Recommendations produced by the Study Groups which may contain new terms and associated definitions, the CCV invites those drafting these documents to consult the terminological database and to proceed as follows.
Three cases can occur:

–
The term already exists in the database with an associated definition which is convenient for use. It is then unnecessary to duplicate its definition in the new draft document.

–
The term already exists in the database but does not contain a definition, or its definition is not convenient for use. In these cases a new definition for the term should be drafted.

–
The term is not yet in the database. In these cases a new definition should be drafted.

When a new document emanating from Study Groups contains terms with new definitions, the CCV invites those drafting the document to recapitulate all the terms and their associated definitions contained in the document under a section entitled “Vocabulary” placed at the head of this document, immediately after the section “Summary” or “Scope”.
