Liaison statement to Working Parties 1A, 1B, 7C, 8D, and 8F, 
and Joint Task Group 4-7-8-9

Radar Correspondence Group

The Radar Correspondence Group was established by Working Party 8B at the February 1999 meeting to track radar related issues in Task Group 1/5 recognizing the accelerated meeting schedule of Task Group 1/5. Recognizing the many spectrum management related issues related to radars, Working Party 8B decided to continue the Radar Correspondence Group for the ITU-R period of 2000-2003. During the 2000-2003 period, the Radar Correspondence Group will address the following questions:

1)
Question ITU-R 202-1/8, draft revision, Unwanted emissions of primary radar systems* (completion 2006).

2)
Question ITU-R 216-1/8, draft revision, Compatibility of radionavigation, Earth exploration‑satellite (active), and radiolocation services operating in the band 5 350‑5 650 MHz and compatibility between the radionavigation and radiolocation services in the band 2 900‑3 100 MHz*. The study will be guided by the work plans contained in Document 8B/108, Attachment 4 and its version updated by the 8th meeting of WP 8B*(completion 2003).

In addition, the following sharing studies will be tracked, and contributions made as necessary:

1)
Sharing in the band 5 250‑5 570 MHz between the Earth exploration‑satellite service (active) and space research active and other services allocated in this band, Working Party 7C, Document 8B/7.

2)
Sharing between stations of the radionavigation-satellite service (Earth-to-space) and airborne radars of the radiolocation service in the frequency band 1 300‑1 350 MHz, Working Party 8D, Document 8B/42.

3)
Protection of radars in the band 1 215-1 300 MHz, Working Party 8D, Document 8B/43.

4)
Sharing between the proposed radiolocation service allocation upgrade and other services in the 5 350‑5 650 MHz band, Joint Task Group 4-7-8-9, Documents 8B/38 and 8B/39.

5)
Sharing between the mobile service (IMT-2000) and the aeronautical radionavigation service and meteorological radars in the band 2 700‑2 900 MHz, Working Party 8F, Document 8B/9 and 8B/10.

6)
Sharing between mobile-satellite service (Earth-to-space) and the radiolocation and radionavigation services in the 14-14.5 GHz band, Working Party 8D, Document 8B/44.

7)
Other international radar issues needed to advance the work of WP 8B.
