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Working Party 8B Radar Correspondence Group

Draft Terms of Reference
1.  Introduction

Working Party 8B (WP8B), at its September 2004 meeting decided to continue the Radar Correspondence Group (RCG) to address matters before the working party related to the radiodetermination service. Draft terms of reference and related work programs for the RCG are provided below.

2.  Terms of Reference

The Radar Correspondence Group will consider:

A.
Resolution 608 (WRC-03), “Use of the frequency band 1 215-1 300 MHz by systems of the radionavigation-satellite service (space-to-Earth),” At the September 2004 WP-8B meeting, it was decided that there is a need to continue studies on this issue and start development of a Report taking into account the presented contributions during the September meeting and also documents from the last ITU-R study period 2000-2003 such as Documents 8B/137 and 8B/232;
B.
Agenda item 1.3 (WRC-07) in accordance with Resolution 747 (WRC-03) and Question ITU-R 234/8, “Possible upgrade of the radiolocation service to primary allocation status in the frequency bands 9000-9200 MHz and 9300-9500 MHz, and possible extension of the existing primary allocations to the Earth exploration-satellite service (active) and the space research service (active) in the band 9500-9800 MHz.” Two work programs need to be developed for this item: one on the possible upgrade of the radiolocation service to primary allocation status and one on the possible extension of the EESS allocation. Guidance will be requested from the WP-8B Chairman at the next WP-8B meeting regarding such development;

C.
Agenda item 1.17 (WRC07) to consider the results of ITU-R studies on compatibility between the fixed-satellite service and other services around 1.4 GHz, in accordance with Resolution 745 (WRC-03). The protection of radiolocation service in 1350 to 1400 MHz from FSS feeder links operating in the (Earth-to-space) direction has yet to be considered by WP8B;

D.
Possible revisions of Recommendation ITU-R M.1177, “Techniques for measurement of unwanted emissions of radar systems,” in accordance with Question ITU-R 202-3/8, “Unwanted emissions of primary radar systems.” The RCG will develop a work program to address this item;

E.
The draft work program concerning studies on the feasibility of the use of statistical and operational aspects on the protection criteria for radiodetermination radar systems (Annex 11 to the WP8B Chairman's Report, Document 8B/98-E, 7 October 2004). The objective is to propose a final draft work program to the September 2005 WP 8B meeting;

F.
Contributions and preliminary draft new recommendations (PDNRs) associated with the following ITU-R Questions and work program: Question ITU-R 35-1/8, “Efficient use of the radio spectrum by radar stations in the radiodetermination service,” Question ITU-R 202-3/8, “Unwanted emissions of primary radar systems,” and Question ITU-R 226/8, “Characteristics of and protection criteria for radars operating in the radiodetermination service;” and the work program concerning studies on the feasibility of the use of statistical and operational aspect on the protection criteria for radiodetermination radar systems;

G.  The proposed list of topics for the September 2005 WP8B Radar Seminar;

H.  Any other issues that may be assigned by the Chairman of WP-8B.

Because the WP8B RCG is restricted to working via correspondence, technical inputs and discussion will be transmitted to members via the ITU-R TIES listserver for the RCG.
